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Short description 

AIRALLERG is a EU financed multicenter project co-ordinated by Bert Brunekreef in Utrecht, and aims at studying effects of air pollution outdoors and indoors on the development of allergic disease of small children in three birth cohorts in different parts of Europe (Stockholm, Holland, and München). 

Project status

The field measurements are underway in the three areas and will be finished by April 2003. Retrospective address update for the Swedish cohort is ongoing and will be inished in May 2003. The Swedish addresses will then be linked to air pollution dispersion models by Slb-analys. Health data for the cohorts have been collected in all centers. 

Time

The project is current progressing according to the time schedule and will be disseminated in line with the project plan.

Economy 

The project is mostly financed by the EU, and has no funding from SNAP. 

Information plan

Mid term report will be presented to the EU in Brussels during next year. Additional information efforts nationally and internationally are currently being discussed.
